The most dangerous chemical Persistent Organic 
Pollutants (POPs) (i.e. PCB’s, Dioxins) are covered 
by various international conventions. A range of new 
POPs in common household and industrial products 
has been identifi ed with signifi cant exposure issues 
arising. New exemptions allow for recycling of the 
contaminated products. A strict stewardship framework 
is needed as recycling POPs wasn’t previously 
contemplated. Do our governments and business 
leaders have what it takes to address this challenge?

The Centre for Green Chemistry’s experience and 
industry assistance on alternative chemicals 
assessment and selection.

Consignor’s Written Emergency Plans: in 2010 
Worksafe Victoria will audit CWEPs, which are required 
prior to incidents, so the consignor, prime contractor and 
sub-contractors meet obligations and know the emergency 
and cleanup procedures.

The UK Hazchem committee may no longer have the 
key specialist knowledge to maintain the Hazchem 
Codes. Some response codes are at variance with 
what Australian emergency responders believe are 
appropriate for some chemicals.
